CONTROL

The unit is operated from the wall-mounted control panel by using the touch buttons.
The activated button is highlighted.
The signal from the control panel is sent to the control unit and the unit starts operation with a set operation mode.

WARNING!

The control panel must be fixed on a surface in operational position!

The control panel should be connected to a power supply only when all of the following conditions have been met:
the panel casing is mounted
all necessary connections have been carried out
the sensor display is fixed to the casing

Initialization of the control panel followed by triple blinking of all the buttons will occur after connection to a power supply.

WARNING!

Filter maintenance

As the unit reaches the set value of operating hours, the touch button is highlighted to remind about filter cleaning or
replacement.

To reset the motor meter after replacement or cleaning of the filters, press and hold the filter replacement indicator for 5
seconds.

After resetting the motor meter the filter replacement indicator goes down. When customizing the timer software for setting
the number of hours refer to the Filter maintenance section.
